a. Topic:  Primary PCI (Percutaneous Coronary Intervention) for Acute Myocardial Infarction in the EC
Discussion:   Dr. Chen noted that administration is looking into the feasibility of Primary PCI in the EC for patients presenting with Acute MI.  This can be done with a team of Invasive Cardiologist, who will be on a rotating call.  This will enable the hospital to be more competitive in the services offered.  The cath lab will need to be upgraded to facilitate the above.  36 cases are needed per year to qualify.   D. Toth will research the number of Acute MI’s requiring angiolplasty presented to the hospital and forward the statistics to Dr. Chen.

AMI  Fibrinolytic within 30 minutes – significant improvement over 2008 (40%) 2nd & 3rd quarter of 2009 – (100% compliance).

CHF Education – 83% for the 3rd quarter needs to meet 100% compliance. Physicians  need to document discharge medication on the Medication Reconciliation Form  (META) accurately &  both Physician & nurse documentation must match.  A memo will be sent to members of the Department of Medicine to reinforce this need.
