1. REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

The minutes of the November 10, 2008 meeting were reviewed and approved.
2. PERFORMANCE IMPROVEMENT
M. Smith, QI, reported that there were no Surgical Complications for the 3rd and 4th Quarter of 2008.  
The full reports are filed in the Quality Management Office.

Ms. Smith updated the members that the State was here two months ago, and they found a lot of charts to be noncompliant in terms of orders not being signed or timed; therefore everyone needs to be more compliant with charts, as they are tracking physicians regarding these issues.  There was some discussion and questions regarding manually writing consults, as well as electronically inputting the date; Ms. Smith will check on these concerns and report back at the next meeting.
1. GENERAL DISCUSSION 
A. Old Business

Topic: Oral Surgeons
Discussion: Dr. Olin informed the members that since they last met, K. Tice had decided that they must have oral surgeons 365 days a year; therefore, since they can’t cover every single day, they can’t have anyone listed on call for oral surgery.
Action: Informational.
B. New Business

Topic: Dentistry Division
Discussion: Dr. Olin reiterated their mission regarding taking an active role in trying to rebuild the Division.  He stated they need to look at what is important to the hospital, such as bringing in patients for revenue generation, as well as contributing back to the communities that surround the area.  He feels that at least once a year, the Division should have a presentation at one of the Wednesday CMEs.  Also, he stated he would like the Division to get a more involved with Pediatric dentistry as they tend to use the OR, as well as be called in the ER.  He plans to speak to Dr. McCabe regarding the possibility of perhaps bringing some cases here.  He would also like more involvement with the sleep center and the wound center, as well as the joint center once that gets more underway.
Action: Informational.
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Topic: Cancer Screenings
Discussion: Dr. Olin proposed that they consider one health oral cancer screening, if not in conjunction with the hospital, then somewhere else such as the Wellness Center.  He feels this should be done in April or May.  He spoke to K. Jaeger, Employee Health, but she would like to do it in early June.  He also informed the members present about Miles for Smiles, an oral cancer walk that will be taking place through the Oral Cancer Association, which will be open to the public with free cancer screenings.

Action: Informational.
Topic: PR for Newspapers
Discussion: Dr. Olin stated that he had many articles from different hospitals regarding community health lectures, etc.  He feels they can do something similar.  He also stated that our hospital sends out a newsletter, and thinks it would be great if they could put an article in there once in a while, especially if it relates to systemic disease.
Action: Informational.
Topic: Oral Surgeons
Discussion: Dr. Olin spoke about the fact that Dr. George Flugrad is the only oral surgeon at this point in time that will take many different days of on call.  He also stated that Dr. Philip Santora would help out during this transition until they can get other oral surgeons.  Dr. Olin and Dr. Levine spoke to two oral surgeons about joining our staff.  One of the members queried the protocol if they get paged.  Dr. Olin informed him that if neither Dr. Flugrad nor Dr. Santora were available, they would have to send the case to Trinitas.
