5.  PRESENTATIONS
“Challenges of Treating Pediatric Orthopedic”  Tom Lennon, Physician Liaison, from RWJUH, New Brunswick,  introduced Dr. Sam Laufer, Pediatric Orthopedic surgeon from RWJ – NB.  It was noted that there are not a lot of Pediatric orthopedist in New Jersey and the regular orthopedist are becoming reluctant to treat pediatric ortho cases due to liability issues.  He noted that, the New Brunswick site can assist Rahway when treating pediatric ortho patients by offering consultations  via phone, however, the patient if need be can be transferred to New Brunswick.  If transfer arrangements cannot be made through Rahway, New Brunswick has a transfer team that will pick up the patient.   Family members that, may be concerned about traveling to East Brunswick for physician follow up visits, can have the patient seen for follow up at the hospital site office.  Traveling concerns, if the family has no transportation to the hospital,l can be done via the Rahway train station to New Brunswick station & the hospital is a short walk from the station.
