GENERAL DISCUSSION: 
   
A. Old Business

 a.  Topic:  Peer Review
Discussion:  It was noted that if each radiologist did 2 per reviews per day, that will amount to approximately 200 reviews per month.  The review compliance will be stored on the computer per the American Academy of Radiology system (ACR).

B.  New Business

a.  Topic:  Clinic Range of Time Viewing Films
Discussion:  Dr. Kronfeld queried if there was a way to obtain a fair time range of viewing 

 films of patients from the clinic.  B. White noted that, the clinic noted that, they were 

 having a hard time contacting a radiologists between 5 & 7 p.m.   It was the consensus of 

the members present to give the clinic, the phone number of the office the radiologist at that 

time will be in.  If they still cannot contact the radiologist, they should page the radiologist 

on the overhead pager.  The clinic needs to inform the radiologist if the patient had previous 

 X-Rays.  B. White noted that, he will suggest that the clinic have their own PACS system to 

look up previous studies.

b.  Topic:  Capitol Request

Discussion:  Dr. Kronfeld queried if there was a way to prioritorize items requested for the department.  He would like to see the CT scan upgraded, which will allow for more accurate films & diagnosis.  Dr. Kronfeld and B. White will review the items for the Capitol Request to prioritorize them.

c.  Topic:  Protocols
Discussion:  Dr. Kronfeld queried if there were any Radiology protocols in place.  Dr. Shrivastava noted that, he has a file of protocols that, can be adapted to their department.  The Radiologist will review them and modify them if necessary to have a new set of protocols for the department.  The department coordinators can also assist with the new protocols.

d.  Topic:  Preliminary Diagnosis
Discussion:  Dr. Kronfeld noted that, listing the preliminary diagnosis on the X-Ray request by the ER physicians had improved somewhat, but not 100%.  Dr. Shrivastava noted that there is a place on the PACS system to acknowledge the reading on the report, however, to utilize it properly it will have to be acknowledging by the ED physicians that it was read, this would eliminate having a paper report.  Dr. Kronfeld will meet with the new incoming Emergency Group that will be starting April 1st to review the systems in place to have a collaborative working system between the both departments.
